Objectives of 1st and 2nd Workshop



Objective of the first ELSA workshop
Participants: All Task Force members
Goal: To retrieve the midterm (10 Years) societal goals from the demand side (authorities and users associations) with regard to transport, which could be achieved through the introduction or further deployment of ICT for Transport, and how to achieve them.
Note: Societal goals with regard to transport could relate to the areas of safety, environment, mobility or mobility services.
Format: Short, concise presentations by as many authorities and user organizations as possible.

Further specified will be achieved by discussions with other task force participants.

Questions to be answered:

· What are the 10 year goals with regard to safety, environment, mobility and mobility services?

· What roles do ICT solutions have in these goals and which type of solutions are envisaged?

· What are the priority solutions to be introduced in short term and in medium term (10 years)?

· What challenges are the member states faced with introducing these priority solutions
· What type of development should take place (which elements of the innovation cycle on which ICT solutions)?

· Which are the most important obstacles that will counteract the desired development and implementation?  Are they organisational, legal, technical, commercial, or....? What can be done to dissolve these barriers ?
· What role does the demand side see for ELSA’s and what are the required conditions within an ELSA?
Objective of the second ELSA workshop

Participants: All Task Force members

Goal: To collect suggestions for development and implementation of ICT, responding to the 10 year goals and challenges specified by the demand side. 
Format: Presentations by twelve representatives of various sectors of industry and research.
Questions to be answered:

· What are the possible ICT solutions with regard to safety, environment, mobility and mobility services within a 10 year timeframe?

· In what stage of development in the innovation cycle are these solutions and what is necessary to bring them to the market?

· What challenges is the supply side faced with at the moment and in future?
· What type of development and implementation should take place on which ICT solutions?

· Which are the most important obstacles that will counteract the desired development and implementation?  Are they organisational, legal, technical, commercial, or....? What can be done to dissolve these barriers , and by whom?
· What role does the supply side see for ELSA’s, what could it achieve and what are the required conditions of an ELSA?
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
